These items are still needed everyday, and also, don’t forget to restock change of clothes bags, especially with extra socks.
Many families have donated items to the school from our “Wish List” that is posted at the sign-in desk. We have received tissues, disinfecting wipes, batteries, books, stamps, office supplies, classroom materials and a variety of other items. The incredible dedication and support of our families helps us to maintain the quality of our preschool program. A big thank you to all the families for their generosity!
Parent observations have been taking place in the classrooms. I hope parents have enjoyed having a chance to see what goes on during our morning preschool program. This month classroom teachers will be completing daily activity records.  They will spend time observing your child and recording their choices of activities and center areas. This gives parents a glimpse into their child’s preschool experience. 

Please remember that our regular preschool program is closed the week of Feb. 20-24. We are offering a four day “Optional Days Program” Tuesday, Feb. 21-Friday, Feb. 24 (closed Monday for Presidents’ Day) and will be open 8:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m.  It is a combined age level program that takes place in the 4’s Room. Miss Cindy will be running the program with support from Miss Emily and Miss Mary-Lynn. Many exciting activities are planned during this week of “Fairy Tales and Fun!” Children can climb the “castle tower,” have Fairy Tale Flapjacks for snack, and wear their pajamas to school on Thursday’s “Pajama Day.” Although the deadline for sign up has passed, we still have room for additional children. If you would like your child to attend on any of those days, please fill out and return the form at the end of the newsletter.  

Registration continues for next year. I will be sending out confirmation letters and contracts soon for those already registered.  If you have any changes in your application for next year, please see me as soon as possible.

We would like to share our thoughts regarding the celebration of Valentine’s Day here at 1st Church. We believe that the buying, signing, and sending of Valentine cards for preschool children is quite a formidable task and often results in parent’s doing all or most of the work involved. Since children will be sending Valentine cards in the many years to come (when writing, counting, and organizing is much easier to manage) we ask that you refrain from giving out Valentine cards at 1st Church.  Instead, during Valentine’s week, children will be creating and personally delivering their own messages to each other here at school, while strengthening their cutting, drawing, and writing skills. Even though children in the 5’s room may be bringing store-bought Valentines to Darcey School, they will be creating their own Valentines for each other in the 5’s Room.  Also, will not be having any parties with candy, but instead, a special Valentine’s Day snack!  Please remember our no candy policy.

Many parents have inquired about school photographs, so we have scheduled a School Picture Day for Wednesday, March 14th beginning at 9:00 a.m. Forms will going home at the end of the month if you are interested in having your child’s picture taken. If Wednesday is not a regular school day for your child, you may come any time that morning and the photographer will fit you into the schedule. All children that are photographed will be included in our whole school picture, their individual class picture, and will receive a lunch bag with their picture on it. These are at no additional cost to you and do not require you to purchase anything, so even if you are not considering purchasing pictures, consider having your child photographed so they may be included.
